Our music curriculum is designed to enable pupils across the year groups to have the opportunity to
play a variety of musical instruments. During each academic year, the pupils receive whole-class
instrument teaching of the ocarina. The Academy offers pupils the opportunity to learn to play a range
of other instruments including the drums, keyboard, piano and the guitar. The Academy engages
outside agencies, including local authority's music service, to perform this function.

Progress and achievement is recorded in the ‘Skills Journal’ which details the key skills
for music taught at BJA. This is an ongoing record for the four years that the child is a
pupil at Branston Junior Academy. Each term, all pupils are involved in a ‘Celebrate
Our Learning Day’ (PUPIL VOICE) when they have the opportunity to discuss and
inform the Subject Leader about their learning in music.

Key vocabulary is an important part of all our learning in music. We introduce key vocabulary and define it
with the pupils. Once introduced, pupils are encouraged to use it in discussions and appraisals.

Relationships - Pupils learn how to work effectively with each other often needing to take a leader/follower role.

Music lessons provide an inclusive environment for pupils of any ability to have the opportunity to participate. Lessons are carefully planned and resourced so all pupils can access their learning at
an appropriate level that engages and challenges them. Our curriculum allows pupils to be taught based on their music skills rather than in any other subject. Just because a child has a special
educational need in reading, for example, this doesn’t mean they cannot achieve at the expected or above the age-related standard in music.
