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Mobile Phone and Computerised Watch Parental Consent Form  
Dear Family, 

We discourage pupils from bringing phones/computerised watches to school, as there is a risk of them being lost or damaged in school. However, we do understand that there may be a reason why a child needs to bring a phone/computerised watch to school; although we class this as a ‘privilege’ and not a ‘right’. As such, should a child be found to be using a mobile phone/computerised watch to cause upset, it is feasible that this privilege be denied and they are not allowed to bring a mobile phone/computerised watch to school with them.

If a child does need to bring a mobile phone/computerised watch to school, then:
1. Parents MUST complete and sign a ‘Mobile Phone and Computerised Watch Consent Form’ (a new one is required at the start of every academic year). 

2. The mobile phone/computerised watch MUST have your child’s name securely on it.
3. Your child needs to place their phone/computerised watch in the basket provided in their Class at the beginning of the day.  
4. The mobile phone/computerised watch MUST be shut down / switched off whilst it is being stored at school, so that it does not ring/bleep or otherwise cause a nuisance to anyone working in that area

5. Your child’s phone/computerised watch is returned to their class at the end of the day 
Please note that:

· the school does not accept any liability for loss or damage of pupil phones/computerised watches whilst they are on school premises

· pupil mobile phones/computerised watches are not considered vital to be removed from the school building in the event of an emergency evacuation 

If your child needs to bring a mobile phone/computerised watch to school, please can you:

· Complete, sign and return the ‘Mobile Phone and Computerised Watch Consent Form’

· Ensure your child’s phone/computerised watch has their name securely on it.

· Ensure your child understands that this is a privilege and as such, can be withdrawn should their behaviour warrant it.

· Ensure your child understands what they need to do every day that they bring their phone/computerised watch to school, with regards to putting into / taking out of the storage area in Class.

Please note that we do carry out spot-checks periodically to ensure that any mobile phones/computerised watches being stored in Class, do correspond with a signed and in-date parental consent form.

On a final note, whether at home or at school, please remember that mobile phones/computerised watches provide easy access to the Internet which is full of fantastic opportunities but can also be a very risky place. It is important that we all work together to keep children safe. We strongly recommend that you enable parental controls on your child’s phone/computerised watch, and talk to your child about how to stay safe online.
